APPROVAL OF MINUTES – October 15, 2003 
Motion by Commissioner Van Dyke to approve the Plan Commission minutes of October 15, 2003.  Seconded by Chairman Bellmer.  Motion carries.

NEW ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
1. Planning Commission Meeting Dates for 2004.
Mr. Dearborn introduced the item.  Motion by Commissioner Jochman to approve the request the meeting dates as submitted on the calendar.  

Seconded by Chairman Bellmer.  Motion carries.
2. Resolution Adopting “The Town of Menasha Five-Year Park and Open Space Plan 2004-2009”
Mr. Dearborn, Ms. Kanter, and Mr. Kading gave a brief introduction.  Motion by Chairman Bellmer to adopt the resolution adopting “The Town of Menasha Five-Year Park and Open Space Plan 2004-2009” as submitted.

Seconded by Commissioner Lewis.  Motion carries.
3. Winnebago Town/County Zoning Ordinance Amendments
Mr. Dearborn introduced the item.  Discussion ensued on the definition of pond in Section 17.02(7) to add (l) clarifying pond locations.  Commissioner Lewis made the motion to approve the Winnebago Town/County Zoning Ordinance Amendments as submitted with the exception of Item #6 in the Staff Memo for further clarification on the definition of pond.
Seconded by Commissioner Van Dyke.  Motion carries.

4. Certified Survey Map – Martenson & Eisele, Inc./Danke Corporation – 711 Deerwood Avenue – Proposed 4-lot Land Division
Mr. Dearborn introduced the item explaining that a utility and drainage easement were identified on CSM-4079.  He further explained, the Town Engineer recommends extending these easements into lots 3 and 4 as identified as the submitted CSM.  Motion made by Chairman Bellmer to approve the request by Martenson & Eisele, Inc./Danke Corporation located at 711 Deerwood Avenue for a four lot land division with the following conditions:

1. The applicant shall comply with recommendations of the Town Engineer regarding the extension of easements identified on CSM-4079 into the proposed CSM.

2. The ANR Pipeline Easement shall have the bearings and distances displayed on the face of the CSM.

Seconded by Commissioner Jochman.  Motion carries.

5. Rezoning – Joseph Nemecek – Redtail Crossing Subdivision – Golf Bridge Dr. & W. American Dr. - Proposed Rezoning from R-2/R-3 to R-3 (Removal of Dual Zoning)
Commissioner Jochman made the motion to approve the request by Joseph Nemecek to rezone Redtail Crossing Subdivision Lots 8, 10, and 11 from R-2 to R-3.

Seconded by Commissioner Van Dyke.  Motion carries.

6. Objection to Process and Fees applied by Winnebago County to the J. Nemecek Redtail Crossing Subdivision Rezoning
Commissioner Jochman made a motion directing staff to draft a letter to the Winnebago County Planning and Zoning Committee for review and signing by Chairman Bellmer that addresses the Town of Menasha Plan Commission objection to fees applied to Joseph Nemecek.

Seconded by Commissioner Lewis.  Motion carries.

7. Certified Survey Map – Martenson & Eisele, Inc./Tourism Attractions Group, LLC –2285 Butte des Mort Beach Rd. – Proposed 1-lot land division 
Commissioner Van Dyke made a motion to approve the request by Martenson & Eisele, Inc./Tourism Attractions Group, LLC located at 2285 Butte des Mort Beach Rd for a one-lot land division with the following condition:
1. The following note shall be placed on the face of the Certified Survey Map:

WETLAND RESTRICTION:

Those areas of land which are identified as wetland on this CSM shall be subject to Section 17.22 – Wetland District (Overlay) of the Town/County Zoning Ordinance and the following restrictions:

a)
Grading and filling shall be prohibited unless specifically authorized by the Town of Menasha, and if applicable, the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

b)
The removal of topsoil or other earthen materials shall be prohibited.

c)
The removal or destruction of any vegetative cover, i.e., trees, shrubs, grasses, etc., shall be prohibited with the exception of dead, diseased, or dying vegetation at the discretion of the Town of Menasha.  Removal and all costs associated with removal at Town of Menasha discretion shall be responsibility of the landowner.

d)
The introduction of plant material not indigenous to the existing environment of the wetland shall be prohibited. 

e)
Ponds may be permitted subject to the approval of the Town of Menasha, Winnebago County, and where applicable, the Wisconsin DNR and or the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

f)
Construction of buildings is prohibited.
